Joan Kotnik from Lake of the Woods asked, if the annexation doesn’t go through,
what future impact the sphere of influence (SOI) and MSR would have on Lake of
the Woods. The understanding is that including LOW in Frazier Park’s SOl would
have no future impact because there is no requirement that the area be annexed.
Any concerns could be brought up with LAFCo. It is also the understanding that the
MSR would not have any future impact on development in LOW. This information,
however, would need to be clarified with legal counsel.

Jesse Dhaliwal later added that, should the consolidation not happen, LOW would
remain under the moratorium on new water connections. LOW would be free to
pursue additional sources of supply, although the State may not choose to fund the
project while the consolidation is still pending. The FPPUD does not foresee having
an issue with LOW pursuing a new water source during the consolidation process
either, but would need to consult their attorney should the situation arise.
