Federal Emergency Management Agency’s (FEMA) Local Mi�ga�on Plan requirements under 44 CFR Part 
201.6 specifically iden�fy criteria that allow for mul�-jurisdic�onal hazard mi�ga�on plans, as many 
issues are beter resolved by evalua�ng hazards more comprehensively through coordina�on at a 
county, regional, or watershed level.  The [INSERT PARTICIPATING JURISDICTION] is submi�ng this Leter 
of Intent to confirm that it has agreed to par�cipate in the Kern County Mul�-Jurisdic�on Hazard 
Mi�ga�on Plan Update.

(fema.gov) (2013). Climate change will be incorporated to comply with SB 379 and SB 1000; and the final 
plan will be incorporated into the Safety Element of our jurisdic�onal General Plan to comply with AB 
2140. [INSERT PARTICIPATING JURISDICTION] agrees to provide such coopera�on as is necessary and in a 
�mely manner to the Kern County Office of Emergency Services to complete the plan in conformance 
with FEMA requirements. 
 
[INSERT PARTICIPATING JURISDICTION] understands that it must ac�vely engage in the following 
planning process, as more fully described in FEMA’s Local Mi�ga�on Planning Handbook, including but 
not limited to: 
 

• Iden�fica�on of hazards unique to the jurisdic�on and not addressed in the master planning 
document; 

• The conduct of a vulnerability analysis and an iden�fica�on of risks, where they differ from the 
general planning area; 

• The formula�on of mi�ga�on goals responsive to public input and development of mi�ga�on 
ac�ons complementary to those goals. A range of ac�ons must be iden�fied specific for each 
jurisdic�on; 

• Demonstra�on that there has been proac�vely offered an opportunity for par�cipa�on itn he 
planning process by all community stakeholders (examples of par�cipa�on include relevant 
involvement in any planning process, atending mee�ngs, contribu�ng research, data, or other 
informa�on, commen�ng on dra�s of the plan, etc.); 

• Documenta�on of an effec�ve process to maintain and implement the plan; and
